3. Applications for events that will result in the closure of more than two blocks for more than 30 minutes must be filed at
least 90 days prior to the event, and requires that an alternate traffic route plan be approved, provisions made for
public notice, and an opportunity for public comment. All expenses of public notice shall be paid by the applicant.

4. Prior to approval, the applicant must produce documentary proof of an insurance policy or rider protecting the City
from liability for damages to person and property arising from the permitted event. This rider must be submitted to the
City’s Special Projects Coordinator no later than 7 days prior to the event.

5. Application for events requiring legislation, INCLUDING LEASES, must be submitted at least 120 days prior the
event.

6. A $25.00 non-refundable application fee must accompany the application. It will NOT be reviewed until the fee is
paid. Payment may be made by cash or by check payable to the City of Annapolis and submitted in person or mailed
to the City of Annapolis Attn: Special Projects Coordinator at 160 Duke of Gloucester Street, Annapolis, MD 21401 or
by credit card by calling 410-263-7996. Note: This does not include any additional permit fees that may be required.
