COMMUNITY MEETING WRITTEN SUMMARY

The community meeting took place, beginning at 7:00 p.m., on March 19, 2019 at the
Tyler Heights Elementary School. The community meeting relates to the anticipated special
exception, major site design plan review and variance applications to be filed by Two Farms,
Inc.; for a convenience store, with fuel sales and a car wash to be known as “Royal Farms”.

The community meeting was opened by Alan Hyatt, counsel to Two Farms, Inc. He
explained that Two Farms, Inc. proposes to build a Royal Farms store (convenience store with
fuel sales and a car wash) on the 2.23 acres of land lying between Marda Lane and Tyler Avenue
with frontage on Forest Drive that is zoned B2. Mr. Hyatt explained that in order to open the
store a special exception and variance (for setback in the rear) would need to be approved, and
public hearings held before the Planning Commission and Board of Appeals. He then explained
the purpose of the community meeting is to fulfill the requirements of the City Code. Between
Alan Hyatt, Jeff Bainbridge, and Terry Schuman the following information was provided:

Jeff Bainbridge with Two Farms, Inc. provided background of company and explained
why Royal Farms wants to develop the properties. Terry Schuman, the civil engineer for the
project explained the property features, proposed access to the store, and identified the location
of the proposed storm water management ponds. A copy of the proposed plan that was referred

to during the meeting is attached to this summary as “Attachment 1.
